is barred from participating in an offering of penny stock, including acting as a promoter, finder,
consultant, agent, or other person who engages in activities with a broker, dealer, or issuer for
purposes of the issuance of trading in any penny stock, or inducing or attempting to induce the
purchase or sale of any penny stock.
