 Accordingly, notice is hereby given, pursuant to Rule 360(d) of the Commission’s 

Rules of Practice,1 that the initial decision of the administrative law judge has become the final 

decision of the Commission with respect to Ascension Asset Management, LLC, and Grenville 

M. Gooder, Jr.2  The orders contained in that decision are hereby declared effective.  The initial 

decision ordered that: (a) pursuant to Sections 203(i) of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940 and 

9(d) of the Investment Company Act of 1940, Ascension Asset Management, LLC, and 

Grenville M. Gooder, Jr., shall pay, jointly and severally, a civil money penalty in the amount of 

$50,000; and (b) pursuant to Sections 203(e) and (f) of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940, 

Ascension Asset Management, LLC, is censured for violating Sections 206(4) and 207 of the 

Investment Advisers Act of 1940 and Rules 206(4)-7 and 206(4)-2 thereunder, and Grenville M.
