It appears to the Securities and Exchange Commission that there is a lack of current and 

accurate information concerning the securities of FTS Group, Inc. because it has not filed any 

periodic reports since the period ended June 30, 2008.  

It appears to the Securities and Exchange Commission that there is a lack of current and 

accurate information concerning the securities of Games, Inc. (n/k/a InQBate Corporation) 

because it has not filed any periodic reports since the period ended September 30, 2005.  

It appears to the Securities and Exchange Commission that there is a lack of current and 

accurate information concerning the securities of Hartmarx Corporation (n/k/a XMH Corp. 1) 

because it has not filed any periodic reports since the period ended August 31, 2008.  
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It appears to the Securities and Exchange Commission that there is a lack of current and 

accurate information concerning the securities of Penn Treaty American Corporation because it 

has not filed any periodic reports since the period ended December 31, 2006.
