On July 24, 2014, the Commission issued an Order Approving Amended Plan of 

Distribution (Exchange Act Rel. No. 72667 (July 24, 2014)).   The Amended Plan provides for 

the distribution of the Fair Fund when the Fund Administrator submits a payment file with payee 

information in a Commission-approved format.  On March 23, 2015, the Commission ordered 

staff to direct the payment of $189,042.04 from the Fair Fund in accordance with the Amended 

Plan.  The Commission further authorized its Secretary to issue an order directing disbursement 

of the Fair Fund, upon receipt of the payment file from the Fund Administrator,
